The meeting on Monday, January 13, 2025, will play a pivotal role in determining the fate of
Amendment #240053. I strongly oppose this proposal, which seeks to rezone 410 acres of
rural residential (R-R) land—currently designated with a 5-acre minimum lot size—into high-
density community development.

As a member of multiple local Sage associations, I believe this amendment threatens our way
of life and prioritizes the interests of developers over the well-being of our community. It
demonstrates a blatant disregard for the long-term impacts on residents, infrastructure, and the
environment.
